Who is eligible to apply?

● UDEP students completing their Industrial and System Engineering bachelor’s 

How is the program structured? 

● You can qualify for exemption of up to 9 hours toward the MS degree from approved UDEP 

coursework completed at the undergraduate level

How long does the program take to complete?

● The program can be promoted in as little as three semesters

Masters Program

Can I take classes online?

● You can complete your first semester of coursework online.  You may also opt to enroll in-

person.  

When can I begin?

● You may begin your studies in the Spring semester (mid-January)

● You must have earned your bachelor degree by the time you start

What about an internship? 

● You will have the option to do a professional internship and earn credit towards your 

degree

What sort of career services can I access?

● UNI Career Services and AETM faculty offer individual advising as well as career fairs with 

local and national employers

● Students earning an MS can qualify for up to three years of Optional Practical Training
