MESSAGE 
2023 has been significant for the realization of our academic 
goals, research, and comprehensive education at the 
University of Piura. It is clear that, after two years of the 
pandemic and the implementation of virtual and hybrid 
systems due to COVID-19, we have rediscovered that being 
better people and professionals also requires the physical 
presence and engagement of academic life. 

 
Under this premise, we are dedicated to 

ensuring that our campuses in Piura and 
Lima serve, now more than ever, as ideal 
environments for academic training, 
research, collaborative learning, knowledge 
exchange in classrooms, and mentorship. 
Furthermore, we remain committed to 
promoting entrepreneurship and initiatives 
focused on social responsibility. 

 
 Among the key objectives for this year, we 

highlight the following: the international accreditation 
of the Economics academic program in both Piura 
and Lima, awarded by the International Institute for 
Quality Assurance of the Inter-University 
Development Center (IAC-Cinda). Additionally, for 
the second consecutive year, we have been 
honored by the University of Oxford with the Gold 
Standard Internship Host. 

 
Staying true to our commitment to fostering 

research and international university 
collaboration, 78 professors participated in 
prominent international conferences, while 
143 students engaged in university exchange 
programs abroad. Additionally, our 
international relations have been further 
enhanced through the establishment of 
agreements with esteemed universities 
worldwide. 

 
Our faculty members continue to advance their 

academic qualifications at prestigious institutions in 
Peru, Argentina, Chile, the United States, Spain, 
Italy, and Canada. As of now, the university proudly 
hosts 202 PhD holders across its campuses in Piura 
and Lima. 
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 To encourage research among our faculty and 
acknowledge their scientific contributions, the 
university awarded the 2023 Research Master Class 
Prize to Dr. Tomás Atarama and the Young 
Researcher Award to Dr. José Manrique. 
Additionally, four multidisciplinary teams, comprised 
of faculty members from various departments, 
received the Seed Fund, while 19 teams were 
awarded the Scopus Fund. 

 
This year, we coexisted with El Niño Costero, 

a climatic event that has become a input for 
social responsibility and research initiatives at 
the university. In this context: The team from 
the Institute of Hydraulics, Hydrology and 
Sanitary Engineering conducted studies to 
obtain relevant information for the 
implementation of a comprehensive river 
management plan.The "Todos Somos Piura" 
campaign was launched, benefiting more than 
495 families from the Pedregal Grande village, 
La Molina settlement, and UPI 13 de 
noviembre.Vaccination campaigns continued 
on the Piura Campus. 

This year, we also enhanced the physical 
growth of UDEP, aiming to provide suitable 
spaces for the development of academic, 
cultural, and sports activities. We celebrated 
significant institutional milestones, including 
the 20th anniversary of the Lima Campus and 
the programs in Business Administration, 
Service Administration, and Economics at 
this campus. In Piura, we are proud to 
commemorate the 20th anniversary of the 
academic program in History and Cultural 
Management, as well as the 30th anniversary 
of the Accounting and Auditing program. 

 
Undoubtedly, the academic life at UDEP has 

been enriched in 2023 by the creativity, research, 
and commitment of its members—students, 
professors, administrative staff, collaborators, and 
authorities—who strive to contribute to the 
development of the country through their work. 

With this purpose and optimism, we eagerly 
anticipate the 55th anniversary of our university 
and the 50th anniversary of the visit of its 
founder, St. Josemaría, to Peru. We are 
grateful for the achievements accomplished 
during 2023.

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Piura River Studies 

During the Coastal El Niño rains of 2023, a team from the Institute of 
Hydraulics, Hydrology and Sanitary Engineering conducted electrical 
sounding studies on the Piura River to determine the river's capacity and 
suggest preventive measures to the community. At the end of the rainy 
season, geological and topographic evaluations and drone image 
recording were carried out to obtain relevant data for designing an 
integrated river management plan. 

 

 
Vaccination Campaigns 

Following their commitment and responsibility assumed for the 
development and well-being of the region and the country, in alliance 
with the Piura EsSalud Care Network, the university conducted free 
vaccination campaigns that benefited 3,088 people. 

Volunteering and Society 

Volunteering helps in the comprehensive training of our students and, 
at the same time, demonstrates and verifies the value and capabilities 
they can contribute to the community. 

In 2023, 1,012 students from Piura and Lima participated in the 132 
volunteer initiatives, including projects, campaigns, and events, 
organized by Vida Universitaria. 

In Piura, 22 projects, seven campaigns, and 92 volunteer activities 
were developed, including: 

 
  Univas UDEP directed the "Extraordinary Art" project to 
contribute to the personal development, self-knowledge, and 
emotional expression of children with unique abilities, aged 2 to 
18, from the "Love, Patience and Perseverance" Special Basic 
Education Center. Univas UDEP also, among other activities, 
directed the "Chapaira Project," which provided academic 
reinforcement and chess classes to 60 children from Chapairá 
School.

In addition to direct patient care, Sonqo organized national and 
international talks and events for students enrolled in the psychology 
academic program. 

 
 Collaborating with institutions such as the Universidad de los 
Andes (Chile), Universidad Austral (Argentina), and 
Universidad de la Sabana (Colombia), the center hosted the 
third edition of the International Rotation. 

 From August 2 to September 1, 2023, the first international 
internship took place, involving two students from Diego 
Portales University in Chile and one from the University of 
Navarra in Spain. 

 This year, Sonqo also conducted two national and 
international seminars on topics including differential 
diagnosis, person and personality; development and personal 
growth, and therapeutic relationships, among others. 

 In June and November, rotations were held at three external 
centers: the Youth Diagnostic and Rehabilitation Center in 
Lima, the San José Therapeutic Community, and the El 
Milagro Private Educational Institution. 

 Six students graduated from the "Psychological Approaches" 
program, a training project for the Psychology studies, which 
aimed to reinforce their psychotherapeutic knowledge and 
skills, along with the necessary tools for patient support and 
care.

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This center from the Law School provided legal advice to individuals seeking fair 
representation of their rights. 

    In 2023, it participated in human rights training campaigns for residents of 
Huancabamba province, handling over 550 legal consultations and more than 65 
ongoing legal cases. 

    The cases addressed included: 

       • Family Law: Issues related to alimony, custody, inheritance, adoption, 
support and safeguards, visitation rights, and domestic violence. 

       • Civil Law: Cases involving evictions, claims, acquisitive prescription of 
ownership, and leases. 

       • Administrative Law: Procedures for defending rights before various public 
administrations. 

The 2023 Esteban Campodónico Award was 
presented during the 29th ceremony 
organized by the Clover Foundation in New 
York and the Universidad de Piura. This award 
recognizes individuals and institutions whose 
service-oriented work significantly impacts 
Peruvian society.  

 

    In 2023, Dr. Walter Velásquez Godoy 
received the award for his efforts in educating 
Quechua-speaking children from 
Huancavelica in science and technology. He 
founded the Museum of Curiosity in 
Huancavelica and developed the Kipi robot to 
promote the teaching and learning of 
indigenous languages.
